
Dress Code 
Your school uniform confirms your attendance at Immaculate Heart of Mary School 

and is a symbol of unity within the school community.  It minimizes distractions in the 

learning process. It is important that you take pride in your appearance by wearing 

your complete uniform always remembering that by wearing it inside and outside the 

classroom and the school you are representing the school and your behavior should be 

a credit to both yourself and the school community.  

Girls may wear small earrings and jewelry of modest size. Boys are not permitted to 

wear earrings. 

 

Uniform Code  

 

Girls (Grades K - 3) 

Required: School jumper and tie, white long-sleeved blouse w/ Peter Pan collar Navy 

blue knee socks or Navy blue tights, black shoes 

 

Optional: Navy blue school blazer, Navy blue school sweater (pullover or cardigan) 

 

Girls (Grades 4-8) 

Required: School kilt, white long-sleeved blouse with Oxford collar, school v-neck 

pullover sweater, black hose, Navy blue knee socks or Navy blue tights, black shoes 

with a flat heel. 

 

Optional: Navy blue school blazer 
 

Boys (K)  

Required: Grey slacks, white long sleeved IHM polo shirt, dark socks, and black shoes. 

 

Optional: Navy blue school blazer, Navy blue school sweater (pullover or cardigan) 

 

Boys (Grades 1-3) 

Required: Grey slacks, white long sleeved dress shirt, school tie, Navy blue school 

sweater (pullover or cardigan) dark socks, and black shoes. 

 

Optional: Navy blue school blazer,  

 

Boys (Grades 4-8) 

 

Required: Navy blue school blazer, Navy blue school sweater (v-neck or vest) Grey 

slacks, white long sleeved Oxford shirt, school tie, dark socks, and black shoes. 



Summer Options (September to Mid-October/May and June) 

White short- sleeved IHM polo shirt, khaki walking shorts w/ white crew socks. 

(Students may opt for only the shirt, but shorts are available of all grades) 
 

Physical Education Uniform: 

 

 All students K-8 must own an IHM sweat suit, a IHM tee-shirt and sneakers which  

should be worn to school on gym days.  In addition there are navy blue school uniform 

shorts with the IHM School name on the shorts, a navy blue IHM School  

tee-shirt or IHM Recreation Uniform shirt which maybe worn September to Mid-

October and then again May/June.  

 
 

Girls and Boys: The presence of anything that proclaims a current fad is not 

permitted. The principal will determine what is acceptable in IHM 

 

During the cold weather, students may wear the navy blue uniform cardigan sweater or 

the uniform school sweatshirt. Other types of sweaters or sweatshirts may not be 

worn.   
 

Personal Appearance 
 

A good personal hygiene routine should be followed daily: ears, neck, and fingernails 

should be given special attention. When appropriate, children should be instructed in 

the use of deodorant.  

 

Uniforms should be neat and clean.  

 

Hair should be clean and well groomed.  The boys’ hair should not be below the shirt 

collar. Bangs should not be so long that they impede vision. 

 

Parents will be notified if a child comes to school consistently in an unkempt manner. 

If no improvement is noticed within a reasonable amount of time, an appointment with 

the parents/guardians and with the principal will be made by school officials.  

 

The following are not permitted at IHM School: 

 Tattoos, Henna, nose, lip or other body piercing jewelry. 

 Any clothing item not listed as a uniform item.
